I.Anupama Kundoo (Pune, India, 1967) is
graduated from Sir JJ College of Architecture,
University of Mumbai in 1989 and PhD degree from
the TU Berlin in 2009, with a doctoral thesis about
on the rare technology pioneered by Ray Meeker
—an  American ceramist-based in Pondicherry
(India)- consists of baking mud houses in situ after
constructing them. Her practice started in 1990 in
India and she has had the experience of working,
researching and teaching in different places across
the world (London, Berlin, New York, Barcelona,
Madrid, etc.). She has been awarded many times
and her work has been exhibited twice at the
Venice Architectural Biennale with the installations
“Feel the Ground. Wall House 1:1” in 2012, and
“Building Knowledge. An inventory if strategies” in
2016.

4.Anupama Kundoo built and lived in the “Hut in
Petite Ferme” (Auroville, India, 1991). “Expecting
neither the hut nor my adventure phase to last
that long, I spent over 10 long years there while
designing permanent houses and public buildings
for the others, with a growing concern about
achieving climatic comfort naturally, spending
resources judiciously, and looking for beauty in
simplicity. There was joy in freedom from the need
for permanence.”

7.Roger Anger (1923-2008) was a French architect
who developed a new city called Aureville (India)
which was inaugurated in 1968 and designed for
50,000 inhabitants in an area of 2.5 kilometers of
diameter. Plan contains four zones —Residential,
Cultural, Industrial and International— that radiate
around a central green space in a dynamic spiral,
as a galaxy. Kandoo said: “Roger Anger had kick-
started the experimental spirit through his earliest
projects. His early houses in Auromodele on
the outskirts of the city, and school buildings in
Aspiration, demonstrated exemplary innovations
at various levels, from the programme to the forms
and building technologies, creating the precedence
and inspiration for extensive applied research in
architecture.”
